All application packets postmarked by the deadline will be initially screened and evaluated by the
committee.

Scholarship awards will be paid directly to the college or university in two installments of
$500 per semester upon confirmation of enrollment. An official class schedule must be
received by the STF Scholarship Committee within 30 days of the beginning of the first
semester. The final $500 will be paid upon receipt of first semester grades.
